The People and History of 610 Ingalls Ave.
{ known as Bill McDermott’s blacksmith shop)

James (Bill}) William Schofield came to Petoskey, at the age of 15, in 1856 with his parents. On August
29, 1892 he married Ida Schivilbien in Petoskey, Michigan, Somewhere between 1892 and 1895 he opened
his own blacksmith shop at 610 Ingalls Ave. and old timers say it was so busy at one time that he once
banged out 60 shoes and shod them the same day, In 1897 the shop burned to the ground. This was the
beginning of the Westside #2 Hose house at 620 Ingalls by the Fire Department. Mr. Schofield became a
member of the Hose House. Also at this time a worker-bee of the neighborhood rebuilt the blacksmith
shop. .

Around 1902 he suffered severely from exposure to cold and wet during a fire and contracted lung
trouble. On January 11, 1905 he died at his home, 608 Ingalls Avenue, next door to the blacksmith shop.

Death of Jas. Wm. Schofield

Wednesday evening, at ten minutes past 6 o’clock, James William Schofield passed away at his home,
aged thirty-three years, four months and seventeen days.

About three years ago the deceased, who was a member of the fire company, suffered severely from
exposure to cold and wet during a fire and contracted lung trouble. At first the progress of the disease was
so slow that no alarm was felt, but later, finding that he was failing, every effort was made to regain his
health. A year ago he went to Arizona for the winter, but returned in the spring no better. During the
summer and fall he gradually grew weaker. Wednesday afiernoon he seemed stronger and brighter than
usual, asking for something to eat at half-past 5 o’clock, and talking cheerfully with the friends present.
Shortly after 6 he said he wanted to go to sleep, and closing his eyes, passed quietly away, those present
hardly realizing that the end had come.

James William Schofield was born in Greenville, Mich., August 27, 1871. When he was fifieen years
old, his parents moved to Petoskey, bringing with them their five children, of whom two the daughters,
Mrs. Lottie Hyde of Pittsburg, and Mrs. Phoebe Nevetral, of Grand Rapids, are living, the deceased being
the last of the three sons to join the mother on the other side.

This death is peculiarty sad from the fact that his brother Bruce dropped dead from heart failure just two
weeks age in Texas. The father, James Schofield, is at present in Fruitville, Cal,, for his health, Besides
the three members of his family, he leaves a wife, Mrs. Ida Schofield.

Mr, Schofield united with the Congregational church when a young boy. He was also a member of the
LO.OF, and the K.O.T.M.M., and served his ward as supervisor,

The funeral was held at the home, 608 Ingalls avenue, at 2:30 o’clock Sunday, in charge of Rev, Arba
Martin, with music by Messrs. Palmiter, ely, Nordrum, and Hernley, The L.O.Q.F. officiated at the
cemetery with their impressive funeral service.

In 1903 William (Bill) McDermott went to work for J.W. Schofield blacksmith shop. By 1911 he
owned the blacksmith shop at 610 Ingalis Avenue. He charged $.25 a shoe to pull it off, re-set and sharpen
it and put it back on the horse. Sam (’Donnell, of 425 Madison St., remembers the shop and old horse
drinking fountain which used to be by the shop.

1903Emmet County had fourteen blacksmith. In Petoskey proper, the C.E. Wells shop at 508 Howard
St., F. M. Kurtz at 608 Howard, where Bill McDormott started his career in blacksmithing, J. W, Schefieid
at 610 Ingalls, Brotherton’s at 311 State, J.E. Bacon at 205 Mitcheli St., Ed Dean at 411 Michigan St and
George Beach on Michigan St.
Walter Bolden ran Bolden auto repair shop at the back of the blacksmith shop from 1935 to sometime
before 1944, after which he moved his garage to 420 Monroe St. In 1944 the address at 610 Ingalls lies
vacant.
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Death Takes Businessman
William R. McDermott, long time resident
of Petoskey, died Monday. He suffered a
stroke Monday Morning while at work in
his shop on Liberty Street and was moved
_to Lockwood General Hospital for treatment.

He was borm June 30, 1877, in Fordwick, Ontario, and came to Petoskey when 18 years of age. For
some years he worked for his brother-in-law, Fred Kurtz, where he learned the blacksmith trade.

Mr. McDermott was for many years a member of the Odd Fellows, being a past noble grand of the
Petoskey Lodge and a past chief patriarch of Wequetonsing Encampment. He was chief ranger of the
Foresters and the finance-keeper for the Maccabees.

He married Alice E. Wright, who died in 1906. Then on Decemberl 1, 1911, he married Mis. Ida B.
Schofield.

Surviving beside the wife are a son, Leon McDermott of Midland; two brothers, Gilbert McDermott of
Colfingwood, Ontario, and Albert McDermott of Traverse City, and three sisters, Mrs.Harriet R. Kuriz of
Sears, Mich., Miss Anna McDermott of Harriston, Ontario, and Mrs. Louise Coxen, of Harbor Springs; and
a niece, Mrs. Fannie Kurtz, of Petoskey.

Funeral services will be held at 2:30 o’clock Thursday from the Stone Funeral Home with the Rev.Ross
W. Stoakes in charge. The Odd Fellows will conduct their service. Burial will be in Greenwood.

The body is at the family home at 608 Ingalls avenue.
